Companions in Christ 
 

• 28-week study  

• offers small groups a powerfully 

transforming experience in spiritual 

formation  

• explores classic spiritual practices 

• invites participants to develop daily 

patterns that open their lives to a 

deepening relationship with God and 

one another  

 

 

The Way of Forgiveness 
 

• 9-week study  

• encourages participants to live a for-

given and forgiving life  

DISCIPLE BIBLE STUDIES 

 

Disciple I: Becoming Disciples 

 through Bible Study 
 

• 34-week study  

• covers most of the Bible 

• equal time given to the Old and New 

Testaments  

• emphasizes the wholeness of the Bi-

ble as the revelation of God  

• aims at transformation, not just infor-

mation  

 

 

Disciple II: Into the Word  

 Into the World  
 

• 32-week study  

• prerequisite:  Disciple I 

• Genesis, Exodus, Luke and Acts 

• purpose is to change habits and trans-

form lives  

 

 

Disciple III: Remember Who 

 You Are 
 

• 32-week study  

• prerequisite:  Disciple I 

• major and minor Old Testament 

prophets and letters of Paul  

• studies connection between memory 

and identity as the people of God 

Disciple IV: Under the Tree  

 of Life 
 

• 32-week study  

• prerequisite:  Disciple I  

• Ruth, 1 & 2 Chronicles, Ezra, Nehe-

miah, Esther, Job, Psalms, Proverbs, 

Ecclesiastes, Song of Solomon, Lam-

entations, Daniel, John, 1, 2, & 3 

John, James and Revelation  

• word ‘under’ in the title conveys invi-

tation, welcome, shelter, security and 

rest - home at last 

 

 

Jesus in the Gospels 
 

• 30-week study  

• prerequisite:  Disciple I  

• “Who is the Jesus you bring with you 

to this study?” and “Who is the Jesus 

you take with you from this study?” 

• focuses on the unique portraits of Je-

sus found in the four Gospels
