Each family/member is 
invited to collect coins and bring the bag to Palm Sunday worship, when the bags can 
be brought forward and dumped into the collection vessel at the foot of the Cross. All 
loose plate offering during Lent will also go for Change Poverty.

Web sites will assist you in learning more 
about the ways these ministries address the concerns of poverty.
