Sanctuary Building Committee Update 
 

On September 18, 2007 the Organ and Sanctuary Building Committee met 
to consider a recommendation from the Contractor Advisory Subcommit-
tee that the firm of JM Thompson Construction be selected as the general 
contractor for the HBUMC sanctuary renovation. The subcommittee inter-
viewed three qualified and experienced general contracting firms for the 
project and the larger building committee concurred in the selection of 
Thompson. The recommendation received unanimous approval so the firm 
will now begin working with the architect and building committee on the 
development of the final construction documents and budget for the pro-
posed sanctuary renovations in preparation for the new Buzard-designed 
organ. 
 

The Contractor Advisory Subcommittee consisted of building committee 
members Burley Mitchell, Trevor Spear, Carl Winstead, and Sharon 
Crawford. Project architect Terry Eason and Rick Clayton also partici-
pated in the interview process. Several other subcommittees are now hard 
at work on specific items of the larger project and will begin interfacing 
with the architect and general contractor in the development of the final 
design documents to ensure compatibility with the project budget, scope, 
and schedule. Watch for future updates on the work and progress of this 
important project for Hayes Barton UMC.
