“So Great a Cloud of Witnesses” 
 

 

 
Charles Wesley was born on December 18, 1707. He was one of nine-

teen children born to Samuel and Suzanna Wesley. Ten of those children 
died as infants. His most famous brother is obviously John Wesley who 
was the founder of Methodism. For all of the credit that John gets, 
Charles was a rock that John leaned on for support and guidance. Charles 
was a deep Theological thinker. He and John began meeting with a group 
of people at Oxford University that eventually started being called Meth-
odists because of their methodical way of doing things. 

Charles accompanied John to America to evangelize and witness to 
the heathen Americans in 1735. Despite their closeness, Charles and his 
brother did not always agree on questions relating to their beliefs. In par-
ticular, Charles was strongly opposed to the idea of a breach with the 
Church of England into which they had been ordained. 

Charles did preach, but his greatest gift was in a different area. 
Charles was very in tune with poor Theology that was making its way 
into people’s thoughts and minds. He realized that his brother, John, was 
the better preacher so when the two of them were together, John would 
do the preaching and Charles would take care of the music. Charles, 
however, preached his sermons through song. Charles was an incredible 
writer. He would write songs. He was one of the most prolific songwrit-
ers and poets of his day or anyone else’s day for that matter. Charles also 
realized the importance of sharing his songs in a way that people could 
understand. Thus, instead of the rigid formal scales of music most songs 
were sung to, Charles put the words to his songs to folk tunes and popu-
lar melodies that the people knew. Charles was the first contemporary 
Christian Musician and contemporary worship leader. This transformed 
worship. 

He would write these songs based on what he felt the audience 
needed to hear about God. He crafted his songs much like a preacher 
would craft a sermon. 

We are singing many of Wesley’s most popular songs today, but 
Wesley wrote over 2000 hymns in his lifetime. 

We celebrate the 300 year anniversary of Charles’ birth because it is 
important for us to look, from time to time, at those who have lived a life 
of faith before us. They give us insight into the faith that we desire for 
our life, and they give us an example of how to live that life to the glory 
of God. 

In our Scripture for today, we see Paul addressing this very thing in 
the book of Hebrews. The writer knew that living a life of faith would be 
difficult. He knew that there would be times when an individual would 



probably just as soon give up and take an easier path through this life. 
However, he reminds us that we have this cloud of witnesses pulling for 
us, cheering us on, helping us to keep going. These are persons who have 
run the race and know that life can be difficult so they are there for sup-
port for us. 

Charles knew this to be true. In his journals, he speaks of being run 
out of town for trying to preach; he spoke of losing friendships over the 
issue of faith; he also told of difficult circumstances and trials that had to 
be overcome in order to be able to share good news with people. 

In one journal from 1737, Charles was so exhausted from ministry, 
his journal simply read: Sat., April 30th. I got back to Mr. Sarney's, 
weary and faint, and in a fever, through want of sleep. 

There were times when he grew weary. He was no different than you 
or I. He had been given gifts, talents, and abilities just as we; the only 
difference was that he chose to take those gifts and dedicate them to the 
glory of God. 

You and I are given gifts, talents, and abilities. The reason we are 
given such things is for the purpose of using them to glorify God. That is 
what the cloud of witnesses stands testimony to. As we think about who 
all stands in this cloud of witnesses, we think of so many great heroes of 
our faith. Every one of them was a sinful human being just like you and 
me. Each of them was given gifts and abilities as are we. Each of them 
gave their life to serving God. Charles is one of them. So is John, his 
brother. So are Abraham, Isaac, and Jacob, and David and Peter and so 
many others. They are there to encourage us, to show us what a life lived 
out of Faith in God is really about. 

This is why we celebrate people like Charles Wesley. When we look 
at the life of Charles, we cannot help but look straight into the face of 
God, for that is where Charles points us. He did it in his preaching, in his 
poetry, and in his songs that we still sing today. Can you imagine how 
many lives his songs have touched? Can you imagine Easter without 
singing “CHRIST THE LORD IS RISEN TODAY” or how many non-
Christians know by heart “Hark the Herald Angels Sing, Glory to the 
newborn King. Peace on Earth and Mercy Mild. God and Heaven recon-
ciled,” and thus have a seed planted in their hearts? 

Happy birthday, Charles! Tell all of the others gathered around you in 
that cloud of witnesses to keep on cheering us on as we seek to follow 
the example that has been set for us, an example of what it means to be a 
Disciple of Jesus Christ. AMEN.
