It’s not too late to grow your own
vegetables at home - in your back-
yard or even in containers on your
deck. By late this summer you will
be enjoying the best tasting toma-
toes, green beans and onions around. Use compost from
your compost bin and feel great knowing you grew them
without synthetic fertilizers, use water from your rain
barrel to water them saving money on your utility bill —
AND - isn’t it wonderful that it didn’t take a DROP of
FUEL to get them to your doorstep!

A study from the Colorado State University says that
if you account for the materials costs of producing vege-
tables for mass consumption, home gardening vyields a
twenty-fold increase in value.
