In 1956, the SS Andrea Doria sank off the coast of Nantucket after colliding in dense fog with the Swedish liner MS Stockholm.
More than 1,650 passengers and crew were rescued. The original stained-glass windows, intended for the nave of our sanctuary,
however, were not. They remain at the bottom of the Atlantic Ocean to this day. Soon after the accident, . Wippell & Co. of London

and Exeter began work on replacements. The new windows arrived years later and were dedicated on February 3,1965.
